Rotary Foundation Recognitions 

The Rotary Foundation has recognition pins that demonstrate the level of each Rotarian’s giving.  These 

Recognitions are: 

Multiple Paul Harris Fellow  

Multiple Paul Harris Fellow recognition is given at subsequent $1,000 levels. Recognition consists of a pin set with 

additional stones corresponding to the recipient’s contribution amount. 

$2,000 to $2,999.99 — one sapphire  $3,000 to $3,999.99 — two sapphires 

$4,000 to $4,999.99 — three sapphires  $5,000 to $5,999.99 — four sapphires 

$6,000 to $6,999.99 — five sapphires  $7,000 to $7,999.99 — one ruby 

$8,000 to $8,999.99 — two rubies  $9,000 to $9,999.99 — three rubies 

 

Major Donor 

The Rotary Foundation recognizes individuals or couples whose combined giving has reached $10,000, regardless of 

the gift designation. This recognition level can be achieved only through personal contributions and not through 

points. Major Donors may elect to receive a crystal recognition piece and pin(s) commemorating the  gift at each new 

recognition level 

$10,000 to $24,999.99 — level 1        $25,000 to $49,999.99 — level 2 

$50,000 to $99,999.99 — level 3        $100,000 to $249,999.99 — level 4
